If you choose option 1 above, the course choices in this 
prospectus will be available on a Wednesday. This means you  
can choose to study a course at any high school in Conwy or 
at Coleg Llandrillo, providing you meet the entry criteria. Some 
courses do have a maximum number of learners due to the 
nature of the learning. Where a course is oversubscribed and we 
cannot put on a second group, delivery staff will use the learner 
application form to rank applicants. Every effort will be made to 
meet as many learners’ choices as possible and preference will be 
given to Year 12. 

Having a whole day to study a course will allow for more intensive 
learning experiences. Staff will be able to arrange trips, invite 
visitors without affecting your other studies. You will be able to 
undertake longer tasks uninterrupted by the change bell and the 
need to move class. For practical subjects this should enable 
better outcomes and generate more motivation. Of course, you 
must ensure full attendance every Wednesday as any absence will 
be even more damaging to a whole week’s worth of learning.

In general the day will run from 9.30am to 2.30pm which will 
allow travel time to the furthest centre from your home school. 
Transport will be provided from and to your home school.

Future employment 
opportunities in North Wales
The following information will give you an overview of 
developments in North Wales which will lead to employment. It is 
estimated that 40,000 jobs will be created over the next 10 years. 

Attracting, recruiting and retaining people with appropriate skills 
is critical to replace a naturally ageing workforce in those growth 
areas which require greater specialist demands. 

For employers, the additional skill to work within two or more 
languages is increasingly seen as an asset which can be marketed 
to improve the business. 81% of businesses in North Wales have 
Welsh speaking staff.

The North Wales Economic Ambition Board has published 
the North Wales Regional Skills and Employment Plan http://
regionalskillsandemploymentplan2016.co.uk. It highlights key 
growth areas, challenges and skills shortages some of which are 
explained below.

Demand Key Sectors  
Energy & Environment

This sector includes energy generation and its use, renewables 
and low carbon alternate fuels, energy efficiency, and waste 
management. With a number of innovative and large scale 
projects across this diverse sector expected to commence in the 
next five years, in addition to those facilities and projects already 
operational, there are numerous skills requirements all based 
on the baseline of STEM competencies, that each then require 
additional specialisms to meet increasing demands

Advanced Materials & Manufacturing.

This area continues to evolve as one of the key drivers for 
North Wales and includes aerospace, automotive, chemical and 
petroleum, engineering and precision engineering, life sciences, 
materials and coatings, opto-electronics, sector specific IT and 
support services, packaging, professional services, marine, 
garments, metal and steel.

Future Skills Shortages include: Professional Engineers/ 
Scientists/ Technologists and Technicians 

Construction

£2.7bn worth of construction projects are planned for the next 
10 years excluding Wylfa Newydd. The challenge for the sector 
in North Wales is to raise awareness amongst young people, 
particularly females, of the opportunities that exist. This will help 
change perceptions of the industry and address future skills gaps, 
including demand for technical and specialised construction skills

drivers for North Wales, as characterised by a highly-qualified 
labour market, with 68% of the workforce in possession of at 

least a degree level qualification. Employers report that skills in 
short supply from new entrants include sales and marketing skills, 
leadership and management, Welsh language skills and using 
sector specific software packages.

There are both current and proposed developments which 
include:

•	 Galeri Caernarfon expansion and development

•	 Investment at Glyndwr Centre for creative industries

•	 Pontio at Bangor University

•	 Wrexham Creative Hub within the People Market

•	 Proposed £15m development of Theatr Gogledd

Health & Social Care

This sector covers a broad range of services including doctors, 
nurses, dentists, dental nurses, healthcare support services, 
pharmacy services, social care, childcare, elderly care, residential 
care, and domiciliary care. There are also links to activities 
within the ‘Life Sciences’ sphere including medical technology, 
pharmaceutical services, regenerative medicine and neuroscience. 

The sector in North Wales faces significant skills and staffing 
issues in the coming years.

Tourism & Hospitality

North Wales is in the top 10 of best places to visit in the world 
and accounts for a third of all tourism within Wales. The growth 
of the Outdoor Tourism sector particularly, has seen the sector 
generally refocus and realign to capitalise on the opportunities 
these new attractions now bring. The challenge for the sector is 
how to further capitalise on the growth of year round facilities and 
attractions especially within the outdoor and adventure tourism

Analysis within the Regional Skills & Employment Plan for North 
Wales in 2015 identified growth of 3,000 new jobs within the 
sector over the next 5-10 years.

Food & Drink

The food and drink sector continues to be a key contributor to the 
economy within North Wales, and with increased investment and 
expansion forecast, is identified as one of the growth sectors for 
employment and skills across the region.

Attraction of young people into the industry as a sustainable 
career development pathway needs further promotion, with a 
greater awareness of the careers opportunities via STEM related 
subjects to enter roles such as food technicians, engineers, and 
technologists – all of which are increasingly required within the 
sector.

Also the retail and public sectors are two of the current largest 
employers in terms of employees within the region.

This 2 year course is a Specialist Qualification in Outdoor Education 
that will lead to a BTEC National Diploma, equivalent to 1 A level. 
The outcome is either pass or fail. if you pass you will get 56 UCAS 
points, the equivalent of a C grade at A level. There will be an 
option to complete one year only and gain a National Certificate 
which is equivalent to an AS level and is the equivalent of an E 
grade at A level.

What will you study? 

•	 Tasks which are completed during contact time and while working independently.

•	 Some units are classroom based but the majority are practical and involve off-site 	
	 activities. 

•	 Outdoor activities in at least two land based (Orienteering, Mountain Walking 	
	 and Climbing) and two water based (Canoeing, Kayaking and Sailing) Outdoor and 	
	 Adventurous Activities. 

•	 There is also a land-based and water-based expedition each year.

Who is the course for?
Year 1 leading to a Certificate in Skills and Activities for Sports and Active 
Leisure (Outdoor Education)

The 3 units - Outdoor and Adventurous Activities, Skills for Land-based Outdoor 
and Adventurous Activities and Outdoor and Adventurous Expeditions will enable 
learners to:

•	 participate in exciting activities in the outdoors, learning and applying practical 	
	 skills and techniques, further develop leadership skills and qualities;

•	 take part in selected land-based outdoor and adventurous activities and review 	
	 your performance;

•	 to plan, participate in and reflect on outdoor and adventurous expeditions.

Year 2 leading to a Diploma in Skills and Activities for Sports and Active 
Leisure (Outdoor Education)

The 3 units - Principles and Practices in Outdoor Adventure, Skills for Water-based 
Outdoor and Adventurous Activities and Alternative Pursuits for Outdoor Adventure 
will enable learners to:

•	 develop knowledge of the underpinning principles and practices of the outdoor 	
	 industry including all aspects of provision, function and good practice;

•	 take part in selected water-based outdoor and adventurous activities and to review 	
	 performance;

•	 understand, prepare and participate in alternative pursuits for outdoor adventure.

How will you be assessed?

This course is 100% coursework and has no examinations. It is suitable for anyone 
who wants to develop their knowledge and skills in Outdoor Education. Learners 
who have gained previous experience of outdoor and adventurous activities or who 
demonstrate a keen interest in outdoor and adventurous activities will be best suited 
to this course.

Entry requirements:

At least five GCSEs at Grades A*- C or its vocational equivalent. It would be an 
advantage if you have already been successful in BTEC Level 2 Sport or Outdoor 
Education courses and know that the style of teaching and learning suits you, 
however, this is not essential. A proven interest in outdoor and adventurous 
activities.

Your options after the course:

After the course, you can choose to apply for a job straight away with one of the 
large number of outdoor activity providers in North Wales, where you would need 
further training. Alternatively, you could go into higher education to study for a 
teaching degree specialising in Outdoor Education. If you prefer you could simply use 
the UCAS points to apply to do other courses, unrelated to outdoor education.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q:	How many subjects can I study at another school/ college?

A: You can study one subject on the LINC Conwy option. If your 	
	 school is also working in a local partnership arrangement with 	
	 a neighbouring school, you can choose to study subjects 	
	 offered there as long as there is not a timetable clash.  
	 Travelling to other schools requires commitment for the length 	
	 of the course.

Q:	Will I have to wear school uniform if I have lessons in another 	
	 school/ college?

A:	 School uniform is not required when at college. If your school 	
	 has a sixth-form uniform then you may be expected to wear 	
	 this when learning at another school. Otherwise smart, casual 	
	 wear is acceptable.

 

Q:	What about lunch arrangements?

A:	 If you want to have lunch at your host school (the one you’re 	
	 visiting), arrangements will be made for you. When studying at 	
	 the college, you can use ‘Horizons’ cafeteria.

Q:	How will I travel to another school or college?

A:	 Transport will be provided free of charge but it will be your 	
	 responsibility to turn up at the correct time. You should not  
	 use your own transport. However, if you live within walking 	
	 distance of your LINC Conwy learning provider, you will be 	
	 expected to make your own way there.

Q:	Do all learning providers have the same codes of conduct?

A:	 No. There will be some differences but you will be informed of 	
	 these when you start your course. You will be expected to sign 	
	 a Learners’ Agreement which requires you to respect the rules 	
	 of the learning provider.

Q:	What do I do next?

A:	 When you have decided if you would like to study a LINC 	
	 CONWY course, come along to VENUE CYMRU on 		
	 Wednesday 15th February 2017, 12.45pm – 3.15pm to find 	
	 out more. As well as talking to teachers at your school, you will 	
	 need to complete the application in this prospectus and hand 	
	 in to your Head of Sixth Form by Wednesday 6th   
	 September 2017.
