WHAT ABOUT THE
ADVANCED SKILLS BACCALAUREATE WALES?

All students in the Sixth Form take the Advanced Skills Baccalaureate Wales.
As a school we have the advantage of being able to deliver the Advanced
Skills Baccalaureate Wales through three taught lessons per week. You will
also take part in a variety of non-curriculum “Skills Days” alongside a
complete pastoral and life skills programme which is used to credit the
qualification.

WHAT WILL HAPPEN IF I
CAN’T COPE WITH MY SUBJECTS?

Almost everyone encounters some problems initially with their courses as the
work is at a higher level than before and you are expected to take greater
responsibility for your own learning. However, if it becomes obvious that you
are not able to rise to the demands of a particular course, even after giving it
a good try, then your teachers and the Sixth Form staff will help you to
consider the options open to you. Students will be expected to pass end of
year AS exams if they are to continue with their courses. During the autumn
term, students will be given ‘Target Grades’ based on ALPs data in each
subject area to enable them to monitor their progress in conjunction with
their form tutors and subject teachers at various times during the year.

WHAT NEXT?
AFTER THE SIXTH FORM?

As soon as students begin their Sixth Form courses, they need to be seriously
considering the future. Whether it be Higher Education, apprenticeships or
employment, a detailed support structure is in place, including: career
interviews with the Careers Service; a well stocked resources centre; easy
access to online material and visits to Higher Education Fairs and
Universities. There are also visits from past students, university and financial
experts, guidance sessions on gap year opportunities, a parents’ information
evening, a Russell Group and Oxbridge support group, electronic application
process support and interview guidance.

Your present interest in a subject is usually a realistic guide to the choice you
should make but beware! Subjects can change substantially between Year 11
and the Sixth Form, concentrating on different aspects and demanding an
alternative style of work. Subjects you find dull now may be much more
attractive to you at Sixth Form level and of course, vice versa. You may also
wish to study a subject not offered at GCSE.

It may be difficult to predict your summer exam results. While mock exams
will give an indication, your teachers will know if you have the ability to study
their subject. Their advice is invaluable. Take advantage of it.

There are certain combinations of subjects that you must take if you wish to
pursue specific careers. This requires specialist help which you can obtain
from the Head of Sixth Form and his team, the Heads of Faculties and Heads
of Subjects.

Talk to staff and students already in the Sixth Form to help you with your
decision. Use their expertise.

The A Level Business course provides
learners with an introduction to the
dynamic business environment and the
importance of entrepreneurial activity in
creating business opportunities and
sustaining business growth.

You will gain a holistic understanding of
business in a range of contexts and a
critical understanding of different types of
organisations and their ability to meet
society’s needs and wants.

The AS Chemistry course is designed to
enable a smooth transition from GCSE and
builds on popular areas of the Chemistry
course from years 10 and 11. These involve
the language of chemistry, structure of
matter and simple reactions, in addition
to looking at energy, rate and chemistry of
carbon compounds. From the beginning of
the course you will be given an opportunity
to develop your practical skills in a variety
of experiments including the testing of
unknown compounds as well as the
synthesis of new materials.

If you continue onto the A2 course you will
then move on to study the latest methods

of drug design and structural analysis in
addition to looking at why chemical
reactions happen on a fundamental level.
Here again, the theoretical aspects of the
course are always consolidated with
interesting and appropriate practical tasks.

Chemistry is regarded as a discipline that
requires logical thinking and a clear and
organised mind. It uses and develops a host
of skills which employers regard as
being invaluable in the workplace, including
problem solving, team working, numeracy,
communication and practical skills. It is a
subject which is at the heart of a variety of
science based careers, such as medicine,
veterinary sciences, dentistry and
pharmacy. Alternatively, an A level in
Chemistry can also be used as a stepping
stone to a non-scientific career in fields as
diverse as business, law, accounting and
management.

The coursework component in year 12
allows you to choose a topic of personal
interest which relates to Wales or Welsh
issues.

This qualification advances learners’
understanding of the digital technologies
that are used by individuals and
organisations across the world, including
how they are developed and how they
continue to change.

In Year 12 you will study two units of work.
Unit 1 Innovation in Digital Technology is a
written two hour assessment taken on
screen worth 20%  of the full qualification.
You will look at digital IT systems, AI,
digital life cycles, HCI and the use of
social media by individuals and society. 

You will also complete Unit 2 Creative
Digital Practices worth 20% of the full
qualification which is a non-examined
assessment. This focuses on game
development including planning,
designing, creating and testing.

A two and a half hour
assessment worth 30% taken on screen
looks at the collection, storing and analysis
of data, cyber security and digital
networks. You will also create an
e-commerce website linked to a database.

This course allows students to gain a
broader and deeper understanding of
Mathematics than is offered by the A-level
course alone. The programme of teaching
is scheduled so that the A-level
Mathematics course is completed in year
12, leaving year 13 for the completion of the
A-level Further Mathematics course.

Students taking this course can be
confident that they will find it a
challenging experience, but one that will
bring enjoyment, reward and stimulation.
